Instructions for Offline Letter Writing Campaign 

1. Write a letter describing the Parkinson’s Unity Walk and ask your friends, family and co-workers to support your fundraising efforts. Explain your connection to the Parkinson’s community. People will donate because they care about YOU - so share what this Walk means to YOU. We have three versions available – for a walker, a team member and a team captain. You can personalize these letters or write your own.

2. Print a donation form and include it with your letter. Enter your name on the form so your fundraising efforts will be credited when the donation is mailed to the PUW office. 

3. Include a self-addressed, stamped envelope. For your convenience, you can print a single label or sheet of labels addressed to the PUW office.
4. Mail letters to your friends, family and co-workers. Expand your list to include acquaintances and others you know in your community. You will be surprised to realize how many of them know someone else they care about who has Parkinson’s and are likely to be connected to this cause. 

5. Follow up! Don’t assume that if they haven’t given that it’s because they don’t intend to. Asking may get your letter to the top their “to do” pile. 

6. All checks should be made payable to the Parkinson’s Unity Walk. If donations are sent to you directly, mail them to the PUW office at PO Box 275, Kingston, NJ 08528. 

7. If you receive cash donations, send a check or money order to the Unity Walk office for the total amount along with a list with the names and addresses of those donors. 

8. If you provide us with the names and addresses for your donors – either on their checks or on a list if they donated cash – we will send them an acknowledgement letter for tax purposes. 

9. Thank your donors! Let them know how much their support means to you.
